Seymour Estates - 904 - 944 Lytton Street - Proposed Multi-Family Residential
Project

As you may have heard the Seymour Estates (904-944 Lytton Street) on the
south side of Mount Seymour Parkway is about to be redeveloped. The
developer, Anthem Properties, is proposing to triple the density from 114 units
to 341 units (including 581 parking stalls). Before this can happen the project
will have to go to a public hearing due to the increase in density. The public
hearing started in November, but was adjourned due to technical issues. It will
now be resumed on Tuesday, December 15, at 7 PM.

If you wish your views about this proposal (for or against) to be known to
Council, or even if you only have some comments, please make sure to do so
before it is too late. You can do that in person at the night of the public hearing
(virtually using Zoom) or you can write Mayor and Council, as long as this is
done BEFORE the public hearing has been closed. After that date, no public
input will be allowed to go to Council.
