The purpose of the SSS is to enhance fish stocks and encourage
proper fish management on the Seymour River (which you may know is blocked by a huge dam
about 10 km upriver). This non-profit organization does great work in our neighbourhood and
they would love to have anyone who values having fish in the Seymour River to attend their
AGM.

4. Blueridge Community Wine Tasting has sold out. Our very own Eric Andersen has opened his
home to host. It is the first time the BCA has held a wine-tasting in the community. What a great
way to learn about wine, enjoy some snacks with different wines, meet new people and then be
able to walk home afterwards.

5. #214 Blueridge Bus service reduction – feedback. We have already received at least 5 emails
from concerned transit users who have been affected by the recent schedule changes to 214
