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Unexploded Ordnance (UXO) Search Resumes

For those new to Blueridge, or perhaps those who've just been really busy, it
may be interesting to know that Blueridge sits right next to the grounds of the
former Blair Rifle Range, a site used to train Canadian troops beginning in
1927. Blueridge resident Donna Sacuta did extensive research into the range
and wrote a detailed history titled Building Andy's Range. The former range is
located on the CMHC (Canada Mortgage and Housing Corporation) lands just
west and north of the golf course, so trails leaving on the northeast and east

sides of Blueridge go into that area. Those trails are heavily used by hikers,
mountain bikers, and dog walkers.

But back in 2018, an unexploded 3" mortar was found on one of the trails, and
the Department of National Defence began a survey looking for additional
UXOs. That effort has continued, off and on, ever since.

The latest news is that the UXO survey restarted on February 4th and is
expected to continue through November 28th, 2025. During that time, trails may
be closed, and DND asks everyone to respect posted signs for their own safety.

In fact, a potential UXO was identified and removed on February 11th.

Those wanting more information about the project, including maps showing the
areas being surveyed in the current effort, along with where past surveys have

» Sonbol (hyacinth), representing spring

o Samanu (sweet pudding), representing fertility
o Sabzeh (sprouts), representing rebirth

o Sekeh (coins), representing prosperity

So if you bump into your neighbor or walk into a store and you see the
Haftseen table is set up, you can wish them a happy new year by saying
'Nowruz Mubarak' or 'Happy New Year'.

First Blueridge Spirit Award for 2025

I's an absolute pleasure to share the incredible contributions of two remarkable
members of our Blueridge community: Tristan Patterson and his mom, Mary
Stern. When | thought about who | would nominate for the Blueridge Spirit
award, there was no hesitation—Tristan and Mary were at the top of my mind!
And how exciting to be giving this award to our first young adult AND a mom
and son duo. Tristan and Mary have been living in Blueridge for the past few
years, and together they’ve created a welcoming and vibrant community by
introducing a community of chess playing to people of all ages. Before diving
into that, let me share a little more about Tristan’s journey with chess.

Tristan (now in grade 9 at Windsor) started playing chess at the age of five,
learning from his dad. By the time he was nine, he was competing at a
provincial level. These intense tournaments, held at UBC, bring together
around 100 players, all vying for top spots. “The atmosphere is incredibly
focused,” Tristan explains. “It's fun outside the game, but when you're in that
room, you need to be laser-focused.” Tristan shares that the hours of practice,
online games, and competition can be emotional, but he’s learned not to get
discouraged. “You really get to represent yourself,” he says, and his advice to
slow down and remain positive is something we can all take to heart. Tristan



shares that after tournaments he spends time reflecting on his games with his
family, his biggest supporters!

In Grade 7, Tristan, with a friend, started the Chess Club at Braemar
Elementary, which they ran independently every Wednesday at lunch for all
grades. When the Blueridge Good Neighbour Day was reinstated in 2023, Mary
volunteered for the Youth Committee and asked Tristan for his advice on the
best way to get youth involved. He replied confidently, “A competition!” and
didn’t hesitate to lead the planning of the first-ever chess tournament at BGND,
applying for and receiving a youth community grant from the North Shore
Neighbourhood House to fund clocks and chess boards. As they prepared to
transition to high school, Tristan, with the support of his mom Mary, launched
the Blueridge Chess Club. They began with a small tournament, which my son
had the pleasure of attending and enjoyed. It was heartwarming to see the joy
chess brought to people of all ages. Fast forward to 2024, when Tristan took
things up a notch during Blueridge Good Neighbour Day, expanding the age
group with the tournament attracting a wide range of players, from 8 years old
to 81 years old (shout out to Ernest McMurray from Parkgate Chess Club, who
took second place!).

Beyond chess, Tristan is also a dedicated athlete, participating in hockey,
soccer, cross country, and track and field. He truly has a packed schedule and
even helps out his parents with coaching his sister’s soccer team! When |
asked what advice they had for those looking to improve their chess skills, both
Tristan and Mary had some excellent suggestions. First and foremost, “find
friends who also play chess,” they recommend. Online platforms like
Chess.com are also fantastic for learning and practicing, and Tristan uses this
platform to help prepare for those competitive provincial tournaments. Mary
also recalled a memorable chess tournament Tristan participated in through the
North Vancouver School District in 2023. The friendly and welcoming
atmosphere of the event, with plenty of local players, made it a wonderful
opportunity to build friendships while honing in on your chess skills. If you're
interested, the same tournament will take place this year on May 5th at
Sutherland Secondary (check the NVSD website for details).

Perhaps what Tristan and Mary are most excited about is the upcoming 25th
Blueridge Good Neighbour Day, which will be celebrated on May 25th (the 25th
celebration on the 25th in ‘25—very cool, planning committee). They're
planning another fantastic chess tournament, and we can’t wait to see how the
community comes together once again.

These are highlights from DNV council meetings, intended to help Blueridge
residents keep up with local government happenings that may impact our
neighbourhood. Not every item before the council is mentioned.

Feb 3, 2025 Regular Council Meeting:
Cancelled due to snow. Items from the agenda will be moved to future
meetings.

Feb 10, 2025 Council Workshop:

This workshop was a chance for the council to get input from staff on part of the
eastern extension of the Spirit Trail, from Windridge Park to Parkgate Village.
Councillor Hanson was acting mayor this evening in the absence of Mayor
Little. The meeting began with a presentation from staff, indicating that after
considering at least 50 possible routes from the existing end of the Spirit Trail in
Windridge Park to Parkgate (at the intersection of Mt. Seymore Parkway and
Seymour Rd.), staff had whittled them down to two options. Both routes follow
various trails to a new bridge over McCartney Creek on the south side of the
parkway and from there to the intersection of the parkway and Plymouth Dr. At
that point, the two routes diverge.

The northern route recommended by staff crosses the Parkway and follows
mostly existing trails, coming out on Seymour Rd. at Banff Ct. The southern
route avoids crossing the Parkway and proceeds mostly along Strathhaven Ln.
and Garibaldi Dr.



The bridge over McCartney Creek proved to be the first major issue of the
night. Partly because Council had received an email from the Wild Bird Trust
just that evening stating that staff had not adequately consulted with WBT
about protection for the wildlife corridor at McCartney Creek, and partly
because the bridge's cost was about $6 million. As discussion continued among
the councillors, other issues came up as well, including how accessible the
options are, whether other options were possible, the lack of consultation with
the Tsleil-Waututh nation, the need to get on with the project, the reduction in
funds proposed in the recent budget, and other issues.

Staff pointed out that they had consulted with the Wild Bird Trust and will do so
again, but that they had spent recent months evaluating routes and weren't yet
in a position to consult more deeply until things were more settled. On the cost
of the bridge, staff expressed hope that grants would handle a lot of the cost of
the bridge and pointed out that the bridge in question is an 85-meter clear span
and thus will not come cheap.

In the end, the report was accepted, but your editor feels that councillors spent
a lot of time talking past each other rather than listening. As a result, a fair bit of
time in this meeting was poorly spent. It wasn't entirely clear what the council or
staff got from this effort, but as documented in the Newsworthy section below,
the North Shore News reported that the grant applications are going ahead.

Feb 11, 2025 Regular Council Meeting:

This regular council meeting covered a variety of topics, as they usually do.
First on the agenda was a motion from Councillor Back to create a pilot
program to put a paid crossing guard at one DNV school and to have a report
back from staff on how it worked out. While everyone agreed that the idea
behind the program was good, there was some disagreement over the motion.
One objection was that the cost to put such a position at each school would be
fairly high, and these are lean times. Others wondered if anyone without the
power to write tickets would actually make a difference in the behaviour of
drivers. Still others thought this was the responsibility of the provincial
government, not the DNV. In the end, it passed, and a pilot project will be run.

The Draft Financial Plan workbook was presented to Council for review. They
got it at the same time as the public and will be reviewing it in depth in the
coming weeks, and there is public comment at various times as well. Of
particular concern to some council members is a statement from staff saying
that a 5.5% tax increase will be needed next year (the 2025-26 plan) to keep



the budget balanced going forward. The workbook was received unanimously.

There was also a presentation from the Heritage Advisory Committee about
their status and future plans.

Feb 24, 2025 Regular Council Meeting:
Your editor was under the weather and did not attend this meeting. It will be
summarized next month once the video is released.
