Short-term Rentals in the District of North Vancouver

Editor's Note: This is a slightly revised version of the article Councillor Hanson
wrote for the most recent Blueridge Community News. This version was
updated to reflect the most recent Council vote on short-term rental rules.

The District of North Vancouver Council will be casting its final vote this spring

on the regulatory framework for short-term rentals. To this point, short-term
rentals have been prohibited in the District. However, in practice, many
homeowners have rented out homes as short-term rentals, with our research
indicating that close to 1,000 properties in the District are listed on the internet
as short-term rentals.

Provincial legislation passed in late 2023 sought to limit the use of properties as
short-term rentals, with the aim of increasing long-term rental stock. Under the
provincial legislation, a homeowner may not use their property as a short-term
rental unless they are renting out their principal residence and up to one
accessory dwelling unit, such as a secondary suite or coach house. A “principal
residence” is defined as the place where an individual “lives, makes their home,
and conducts their daily affairs.” Some resort communities (Whistler and Tofino
as examples) are excluded from this legislation in order to facilitate tourism.

A local government may pass legislation that is more restrictive than the
provincial legislation. Therefore, our options in the District are:

1. Maintain a total prohibition on short-term rentals
2. Allow short-term rentals in one’s principal residence but not in otherwise

vacant accessory units (secondary suites, coach houses).
3. Allow short-term rentals in one’s principal residence and in accessory

units attached to the principal residence.

At a Council Workshop conducted on January 20, 2025, a majority of
councillors indicated a preference for modelling our regulatory framework on
the provincial legislation and therefore allowing short-term rentals in principal
residences and accessory units (option #3 above).

At a regular council meeting on March 3, 2025, a majority of Council voted in
support of allowing short-term rentals in a “principal residence” or an attached
accessory suite (but not both). This is consistent with the scheme adopted in
West Vancouver. The matter is proceeding to a public hearing on April 1, 2025,
and will thereafter return to Council for a final vote, likely before the end of April,
2025.

The proposed regulatory scheme will allow the District to collect a three-percent
tax on short-term rental revenue (to be earmarked for affordable housing) and
will be accompanied by new enforcement tools and increased fines for
violators. Owners will be required to have business licenses and register with
the District. Properties used for short-term rentals will need to meet certain



safety standards and be available for inspection.

For my part, I believe that the proposed approach strikes a reasonable balance
between allowing some short-term and long-term rentals. The demands of the
tourist industry for accommodation encourage us to ensure that units are
available for short-term rental while the ongoing housing crisis demands that
we protect long-term housing stock.

If you have an opinion on how short-term rentals should be regulated in the
District, please let your voice be heard by communicating with Council and
speaking at the public hearing scheduled for April 1, 2025.

Salmon, Bears, and the Forest

Since the early 2000s, research has been conducted on the
interconnectedness of salmon, bears, and forest ecosystems, with significant
contributions from Tom Reimchen of the University of Victoria and John
Reynolds of Simon Fraser University. These studies focus on the role of bears,
both grizzly and black bears, in the Great Bear Rainforest and Haida Gwaii,
where bears feed on salmon during the fall. This period coincides with a
biological phenomenon in bears called hyperphagia, where they seek to
consume large amounts of food to build fat reserves for hibernation and
reproduction. During this time, black bears may eat up to 20,000 calories per
day.

Reimchen's research revealed that the relationship between salmon, bears,
and forests is not one-sided. The studies centered on the heavy nitrogen
isotope N15, which salmon accumulate while growing in the ocean. As they
return to spawn, they transfer this isotope into the riparian environments. Once
salmon die, their carcasses remain near the streams, contributing nutrients,
particularly nitrogen, to the surrounding ecosystems. Nitrogen is often a limiting
factor in temperate rainforests, and its introduction via salmon has a
measurable impact on plant and tree growth. Certain plants, like salmonberry,
false lily of the valley, and stink currants, thrive with the increased nutrients,
while others, such as salal and red huckleberry, show less benefit.



Reimchen’s studies on Sitka Spruce growth rings demonstrated that trees near
salmon-bearing streams grew three times faster than those further away, with
nitrogen levels from the salmon contributing up to 50% of the trees' nitrogen.
These trees also exhibited wider growth rings and higher levels of N15,
especially in areas where bears frequently forage for salmon. Interestingly,
bears show selective feeding habits, preferring larger female salmon, and
consuming specific parts of the fish, such as the roe, skin, and brains. Bears
have been observed fishing strategically, taking fish that meet their preferences
and often carrying them away from the stream into the forest to avoid
competition with other bears.

This behaviour not only benefits the bears but also helps the forest ecosystem.
When bears take their catch into the forest, they spread nutrients further from
the streams, with some studies showing significant nitrogen contributions from
bear urine and feces, up to 500 meters from the water. In fact, research in
Alaska indicated that bear urine and salmon carcasses together contributed 10-
25% of the nitrogen required by the forest.

Salmon, in turn, benefit from the trees that provide shade and prevent erosion
in the streams, creating a cooler, more stable environment necessary for fry
survival. The trees also offer insects and woody debris that support the aquatic
food web. While individual salmon may lose their lives to bears during the
spawning process, their death indirectly benefits future generations of salmon
by ensuring that the habitat they need remains intact.

Overall, this intricate relationship between bears, salmon, and the forest
ecosystem highlights the interdependence of species and the critical role that
each plays in sustaining the health of the environment.

Blueridge Bears form New Union

In a surprising development, bears living in and around Blueridge have voted
overwhelmingly to form a union. Our local black bears aren't generally known
for supportive, communal behaviour. In fact, they tend to be loners, but in this
case they came together in pursuit of common goals. The vote was nearly
unanimous. There were no votes against unionization and only one abstention
by a grumpy bear named Mor'du that no one likes anyway.

The new organization, called BEAR (Bears for Easy Access to Rubbish), held a
press conference on Saturday where they claimed negotiating power with the
DNV, granted by their ursine membership. While a full list of demands is still
under development, a few key items have emerged.

"BEAR demands an end to bear-resistant garbage cans, as they are clearly
discriminatory. In addition, we want all household garbage, recycling, and green
waste stored outside, year-round. Finally, dogs must be outlawed. No one likes
dogs," said union spokesbear, Fozzie.

Whether other bears in the District will also unionize isn't yet clear. When asked
about the prospect, Fozzie replied, "We're spreading the word. Our interests
definitely align, and who isn't in favour of easy meals? Wakka wakka!"



North Shore Black Bear Society response from Executive Director H Reisner:

"Well, I have to say this has pretty much caught us off-guard. This just doesn’t
seem to jive with the usual opinions of our good old Blueridge Bears. In fact,
B.O.B. (Big ol’ Bear) has already shown us that he’s happy to be up grazing on
grass this spring. Delicious! Nutritious! And readily available without having to
worry about pesky carabiner locks! Soon enough the salmon berries will be out,
then huckleberries, red alder berries, and on it goes all the way to fall when
blackberries and salmon will be available just for the munching."

Reisner continued: "As to the union, we aren’t against it per se, but it’s not
natural. We would expect this more from a species like crows or raccoons.
Which makes us wonder. Is it really the bears behind this more trash, anti-dog
rhetoric? And who is this Fozzie? We’ve never met him. And that photo – it just
doesn’t quite look real. Has anyone checked the local costume rental shop to
see if the bear outfit is out? I think about five raccoons could fit in there."

As of press time, DNV staff have yet to respond to these developments.

Starting Seeds in the Spring: A Quick Guide

Growing your own plants - whether they be annuals, perennials, or fruits and
vegetables - is a great way to add variety to your garden in a cost-effective way.
It’s also a perfect opportunity to get little ones involved in the garden. Who
doesn’t love watching a tiny seed grow into a big, beautiful, thriving plant?

Spring is the perfect time to kick off your garden by starting seeds indoors or
directly in the soil. To get started, choose high-quality seeds suited for your
climate and growing season. Read the back of seed packets for specific
planting instructions, including when to sow and how deep to plant.

For indoor sowing, use seed trays or small pots with nutrient-rich, well-draining
soil. Keep them in a warm spot (65–75°F) with plenty of light—either near a
sunny window or under grow lights. Once seedlings sprout, thin them out to
prevent overcrowding and encourage healthy growth.

Before transplanting, harden them off by gradually exposing them to outdoor
conditions for a week. For direct sowing, wait until the soil is warm and frost-
free. Water regularly and watch your spring garden flourish!

Notes from the Sausage Factory

These are highlights from DNV council meetings, intended to help Blueridge
residents keep up with local government happenings that may impact our
neighbourhood. Not every item before the council is mentioned.

Feb 24, 2025: Regular Council Meeting
This was a full council meeting with a lot of items on the agenda. Most are not
mentioned here as they don't directly relate to Blueridge.

Previously debated changes to the Amenity Cost Charges (ACCs) and Coach
House Bylaws were passed. These items will impact Blueridge over time, but
not particularly directly.

There was discussion about public input on the draft financial plan. Several
speakers expressed concern about ongoing 5.5% tax hikes being
unsustainable in the future, particularly when combined with the much larger
cost increases coming that are associated with the North Shore Waste Water
Treatment Plant.

The big item of the evening was discussion about public input on the update to
the Official Community Plan. A presentation discussed 3 scenarios for how
provincially required housing growth over the next 20 years will be distributed
over the District. Councillors discussed various concerns about these issues
with staff, helping them refine the presentation as they go forward with public
engagement. The intent is to get the public's input on these issues so that
bylaws may be developed that reflect the desires of DNV residents. In the end,
Council accepted the report and staff were authorized to prepare for the next
steps in getting public feedback.

Mar 3, 2025: Regular Council Meeting
This meeting focused on just three items. First, there was a delegation from the
Rotary Club of Lionsgate - North Vancouver. They discussed their charitable
works and their ongoing need for more volunteers, among other things.

Then a report about the public comment period on the draft financial plan was
presented and received. Councillors made some comments, but mostly this
was about hearing from staff what the general feedback on the draft financial
plan was. It turns out that the majority of comments about the plan revolved



around the delayed implementation of artificial turf fields in various schools.

The last item on the agenda was Short-Term Rental (STR) rules. There were
two options before the council. Option 1 allowed residents to get a business
license for up to 2 accessory dwelling units (ADUs) that meet the requirements,
while option 2 allowed a business license for only one ADU that could be rented
out as an STR. There was some discussion, but option 2 was preferred by a
strong majority of the councillors. In the end, the necessary bylaws were given
their first reading with a 6-1 majority. Only Councillor Mah supported option 1.
Two of the required bylaws now move on to a public hearing and a public input
period, respectively.

Mar 10, 2025: Council Workshop
This workshop was entirely about the budget, with a relatively short staff
presentation about it, and the Mayor and Council discussing issues and asking
questions of staff members present. I won't detail every position stated by each
council member but instead summarize what I think were the key takeaways
from the meeting as a whole.

First, these are extraordinary times, with a lot of uncertainty as a result of the
US-imposed tariffs. But those only add to the fiscal constraints the District faces
thanks to the escalating costs for just about everything the District needs to
purchase. Councillors were supportive of the 5.5% tax increase this year, but
when staff suggested that increases of that size will be needed in future years,
they all balked. No one was supportive of such large, ongoing tax increases,
particularly in light of the burden we're all going to bear from the North Shore
Wastewater Treatment Plant, over which the DNV Council has no control.

Various councillors raised issues of emergency preparedness, climate change,
wanting more budget detail, the need for a line-by-line budget analysis, the
downloading of expenses from the Provincial and Federal governments onto
local governments, and others. But by far the most discussed individual items
were the construction of additional artificial turf fields (ATFs) and the extension
of the Spirit Trail.

On ATFs, there was a lot of frustration over the fact that additional fields have
been promised to DNV residents in the past and are not yet built. There are
various reasons for delays, including the fields themselves not being ready for
construction, other organizations delaying things, COVID, and cost increases
on all forms of construction. Council clearly wants to follow through on past



commitments, but the fiscal reality of spending millions of dollars on capital
projects in the face of tariffs and extremely high construction bids is a problem.

The eastern extension of the Spirit Trail presents similar issues. There is deep
concern about the cost of the bridge over McCartney Creek, as well as the
route of the extension. In addition, the fact that the trail doesn't even get to
Deep Cove - the original intent of the project - is another concern for all
involved.

It was very clear that all councillors and the mayor were very concerned about
the balance between spending to meet commitments and keeping tax
increases to the bare minimum now and in the future. The choices to achieve
that balance will be difficult at best.

In the end, they voted to allow staff to prepare bylaws for the budget with a
5.5% tax increase and to have staff look for ways to fund at least one more ATF
in the coming years without increasing the deficit.

Mar 17, 2025: Regular Council Meeting
Only 3 items on the agenda were of particular interest to Blueridge residents,
and 2 of them were withdrawn at the start of the meeting. The withdrawn items
concerned rezoning and a development permit for a large development in the
Maplewood area. No reason for the withdrawal was given, but it was stated that
these items will come back before council at some future meeting.

The only other item of significance for most Blueridge residents was the 2025
Financial Plan approval bylaw. This bylaw sets the District's property tax
increase for 2025 at 5.5% and establishes a budget for the year, as well as
expected budget outlays in 2026-2029. Mayor Little moved the staff's
recommendation but added an amendment directing staff to review options for
at least one more gravel field conversion in the planned period without
increasing the budget. There was extensive discussion once again about the
budget. None of the councillors is happy with a 5.5% tax increase, but all
recognize the need. That said, none appear willing to support an increase of
that size in coming years, which is what staff is currently anticipating. As a
result, the 2026 budget may be even more of a challenge.

Concerns other than gravel field conversions covered a wide variety of issues,
including the vastly increasing costs of construction, tariffs, general uncertainty
in the economy, translink funding, the North Shore Wastewater Treatment



Plant, and many other items. In the end, this passed unanimously.

Note, however, that even if staff can find a way to fund another gravel to
artificial turf conversion in the 5-year period covered by this bylaw, it was stated
that the earliest it can begin is 2027.
